1. That 120 believers gathered together in the upper room

2. And when they were all on one accord

……..That they began to speak in other tongues
b.
……..or better yet they began to “Say Something!”

3. This text makes three things clear about saying something

1st - You Don’t Always Have to Speak In Order to Say Something

My mother is from Missouri the show me state
2.
See even before the Apostles began to speak in tongues
Even before they spoke a new language; prophetic utterances
I believe they were saying something b/c actions speaks louder
3.
I bel when gather together n upper room; they were sayin somethin
a. I believe when they got on one accord; they saying something

b. I believe when they started to pray; they were sayin something
Look We All Remember Deval Patrick’s Campaign Phrase….. 
1. Together we can; Patrick said something w/that statement
2. But he also said something when he became the 1st Black gover. of Mass and the 2nd black governor in the U.S

3. When he used that Amistad bible to be sworn in, he said something
4. And when he signed a proclamation making June 19th a day of observance to commemorate the freedom of slaves in 1865.
You Don’t Always Have to Use Words to Say Something
1. The fact were gathered here this morning…..we saying something
2. Pastor’s from all across the state….we saying something

3. Pentecostals/Baptists/Methodists/Congreg’s/Church of God
4. Unity alone is a way of saying something; pound/dap/skin
a.
You don’t always have to use word to say something

And as A.A. we need to say something when we go to the polls in November and vote Barack Obama as the 1st black Pres.
2nd; IF You’re Going to Say Something; Say Something Intelligent

a. If you wanna lift yourself up; lift someone else up

a. A bird doesn’t sing b/c it has an answer; sings cause has a song

Say what the Apostle John said – Greater is he that is in me……
Let’s Say Something That No One Can Misunderstand

Lastly, This Text Makes Clear Is….

That we Gotta know WHEN to say something

You’ll notice here in Acts chapter 2; that it was after they where on one accord, after the day of Pentecost had fully come and After the Holy Spirit fell on them

It was after something wonderful happened; that the disciples began to Say Something!
