hereas  Between 1727 and 1758 veterans of the Narragansett Wars and their descendants  petitioned the Massachusetts General Court for compensatory lands to establish a plantation to be called Narragansett 2 governed by the Proprietors, and

hereas On October 20, 1759 the Governor signed the bill of incorporation for the district, now called Westminster; and

hereas By the early 1900s, the population came to include many Finnish, Polish, and French Canadian residents, thus enriching the cultural and religious traditions of the town; and

hereas The existence of farms, paper making and furniture manufacture, crackers, and the electronics industry have led to the economic viability of the town; and

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of Westminster have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of Westminster and its citizens upon the 250th anniversary of its incorporation and extend greetings as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim October 20th, 2009 to be,
Westminster Day 
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
