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Thank you all for being here.  I want to acknowledge the leadership of Senator Moore, Registrar Kaprielian, Representative Katherine Clark, and Richard Luskin for their dedication to organ donation.  And I want to acknowledge Ann Linehan.  Your daughter Laura was a brave soul, and we are all grateful for her personal sacrifices--and yours--to work on such an important issue.

I am glad to be here to help raise awareness for organ donation in the Commonwealth.
