hereas Residents who have planned and practiced a home fire escape plan are more prepared and will therefore be more likely to survive a fire; and

hereas This year’s theme, “It’s Fire Prevention Week – Practice Your Escape Plan!”, effectively serves to remind us all of the simple actions we can take to stay safe from fire all year round,

Fire Prevention Week
