hereas By 1835, the town was a transportation center, with the Boston and Providence Railroad, the Norfolk County Railroad and the Boston and New York Central line running through Dedham; and

hereas In 1637, Mother Brook, connecting the Charles River to East Brook, powered the first water driven broad powered loom in the world.  Later, it would provide power to roll copper for American coins, make paper in three different mills, support brush and wire factories; and

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of Dedham have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of Dedham and its citizens upon the 375th  anniversary of its incorporation and extend greetings as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim July 28th, 2010, to be
Dedham Day
