hereas The Sunday after Thanksgiving is the busiest highway travel day of the year and motor vehicle travel is the primary means of transportation in the United States; and

hereas There were 136,384 automobile crashes including 196 in Massachusetts,

Drive Safer Sunday
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
