Key Activities / Highlights
· As mandated by the FY2013 budget, an independent evaluator will be procured to evaluate the outcomes being generated as a result of the SSYI program.  The independent evaluator will be responsible for conducting a multi-year evaluation of the SSYI program's implementation and outcomes.
· EOPSS posted the Shannon CSI RFR on October 9.  Sites applying for funding must apply by November 15, 2012.  Awards are expected to be announced early December to ensure the new grant period can begin January 1st, ensuring no gap in services.
Other Considerations / Next Steps
· SSYI FY2013 Grant Program Request for Response (RFR) is underdevelopment - the FY2013 procurement will be competitive and open to all cities currently funded as well as other cities that meet the eligibility requirements of the grant program. The procurement process will begin in December.
· EOHHS is extending some year 1 SSYI contracts with those cities needing additional time to spend their year 1 awards.
· EOPSS plans to post a Shannon CSI statewide research partner RFR in the amount of $75,000 in November - this contract is scheduled to start mid-December and will support data collection efforts.  

· DPH has posted its Youth Violence Prevention RFR for an independent evaluator of the SSY program.

As a result, the proportion of the DYS caseload comprised of older males with a more serious offense profile has steadily increased. In general, there has been a decline in the younger, less serious offenders in the population.


�Males re-offended at a much higher rate than females (43.3% and 18.6% respectively).  The re-conviction rate for females had been less than 7% in the 2003 - 2006 cohorts.
