hereas Engraved on the National Law Enforcement Officers Memorial are the names of 17,917 law enforcement officers who have died in the line of duty; and

hereas We remember the men and women who have given their lives defending our public safety; and

hereas Deputy Sheriff Isaac Smith of the New York City Sheriff’s Office was killed on May 17th, 1792, and is the first known officer killed in the line of duty in our nation’s history; and

hereas The first night watch in the nation was established in Boston in 1631; and

hereas There are more than 19,000 men and women in uniform bravely serving the Commonwealth to enhance the safety and security of all of our citizens,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim May 14th – 20th, 2007,  to be
Police Officers Week 
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
