Call to Order

Jack Warner called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
Minutes of the September 13, 2011 meeting were approved.
Brochure

The group discussed the strategic plan brochure and sent thanks to those who worked on the draft.  Several suggestions were made for image, text and design adjustments.

Connecting to Collections

Gregor Trinkaus-Randall discussed the MBLC follow-up grant application to IMLS for Connecting to Collections. The proposal picks up where the survey left off by addressing a wide variety of preservation issues across the state through the development of education and training/outreach programs that might include take-away kits (bone folders to disaster planning) to be distributed to participants.  Follow-up meetings are also planned. Anticipated partners on planning and implementation include the Massachusetts Archives, NEDCC, NEMA, Massachusetts Town Clerks Association, MCCLPHEI (library directors of the twenty-nine campuses of the Commonwealth's public higher education system), and the Massachusetts Library System.  There was discussion about a possible link with the MHRAB proposed “roving archivist” program. The sense of the board was that we would be favorably disposed to a formal or informal partnership. Krizack suggested that we secure funding if the roving archivist program were to participate.
Forum Update
There was discussion about the revised plan submitted by the planning group (Joan Krizack, Diane LeBlanc, Megan Sniffin-Marinoff) for a forum to both reintroduce the board and provide a short program for participants.  The amendments to the program were accepted. The board asked the planning group to proceed with contacting the proposed keynote speaker for possible availability, with the caveat that we have yet to receive word from NHPRC of the grant extension.  Jack Warner indicated there was about $3000 remaining in the account.  He has been in touch with NHPRC, but he has not heard back. The group agreed that a Friday meeting would be preferable. Once we have the information about the extension, full planning should begin and a “Save the Date” message distributed.
Actions items:

· Jack will call Dan Stokes to find out about the extension (we need an answer as soon as possible).
· Megan will pass along the information to Diane about the dates that David Ferriero is speaking at Harvard to avoid too much overlap and a conflict with NEA (thought to be March 23).
· Gregor will pass along the IMLS Massachusetts contact name to Joan.
