hereas In 2010 the people of Kenya ratified a new constitution to replace the one that had been in place since independence in 1963,  which was signed into law by President Mwai Kibaki and supported by almost seventy percent of Kenyan voters; and

hereas The new constitution provides for a separation of powers and bicameral legislature form of government; and

hereas This constitution created a Senate as a second chamber of parliament and 47 counties with executive governors; and  
W

hereas The Kenyan National Land Commission was established to manage public lands on behalf of national and county governments, as well as investigate present or past land injustices and recommend ways to resolve disputes; and
W

hereas Article 59 established the Kenya National Commission on Human Rights with the mandate of furthering the promotion and protection of human rights; and
W

hereas The fourth chapter of the constitution is a Bill of Rights that guarantees the freedom of expression, freedom of conscience and belief, the right to equal opportunities for men and women, freedom of the media, the rights of arrested persons and the right of an accused person to get a fair trial; and

hereas The Kenya National Assembly has chosen to send a delegation to the Massachusetts State House for the purpose of observing the legislative and executive government of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, and the Honorable Moses Cheboi, the Honorable Kato Ole Metito, the Honorable Gideon Mung'aro, the Honorable T.J. Kajwang, the Honorable Amina Abdalla, the Honorable Mithika Linturi, members of the National Assembly and Mr. Rana Timpati have traveled a great distance to learn from their colleagues in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts; and

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim October 31st, 2013, to be, 
Kenyan Constitution Day 
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
