hereas Among the many millions of Jewish victims of the Holocaust were 1.5 million children who were considered dispensable by the Nazis, and were therefore the first victims to be transported to the death camps as they could not be exploited as slave labor; and

hereas It is appropriate for all Massachusetts citizens to remember the horrific events of the Holocaust, and to honor that memory by teaching upcoming generations of this human tragedy, to remain vigilant against bigotry and tyranny, and to continually rededicate ourselves to the principals of equality and justice; and

hereas The Days of Remembrance have been set aside as an occasion for the citizens of the Commonwealth to remember the inhumanity of those who perpetrated the Holocaust and the violence committed by those who witnessed with ambivalence, and to honor the grace and courage of those who refused to do so,
