hereas Originally settled as a township on the route from Boston to Albany, the District of New Marlborough was incorporated as a town on June 15th , 1759 by an act of legislation by the General Court and signed by Governor Thomas Powell; and

hereas Due to the powerful Konkapot River, New Marlborough had four flourishing paper mills, including the Carroll Paper Mills, the second paper manufacturer in the country to produce paper from straw; and

hereas By the end of the First World War and the closing of those mills, New Marlborough became a place for those seeking solitude in country living among its hills, streams and forests; and

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of New Marlborough have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of New Marlborough and its citizens upon the 250th  anniversary of its incorporation and extend greetings as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,
