hereas Screening programs for scoliosis allow for early detection and for treatment opportunities which may alleviate the worst effects of the condition; and

hereas It is appropriate that the residents of the Commonwealth recognize the issues faced by people with scoliosis and seek ways to increase research to find ways to reduce pain and suffering associated with the disease,
