hereas Amyotrophic lateral sclerosis, better known as Lou Gehrig’s Disease, is a fatal neurodegenerative disease characterized by degeneration of cell bodies of the lower motor neurons in the gray matter of the anterior horns of the spinal cord; and

hereas The initial symptom of ALS is weakness of the skeletal muscles, especially those of the extremities. As the disease progresses, one experiences difficulty in swallowing, talking, and breathing, and eventually becomes a functional quadriplegic; and

hereas ALS occurs in adulthood and affects men two to three times more often than women; and

hereas More than 5,000 new ALS patients are diagnosed annually; and

hereas On average, people diagnosed with ALS only survive two to five years from the time of diagnosis; and

hereas ALS has no known cause, means of prevention or cure; and

hereas Through public awareness, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts seeks to inform citizens of the devastating effects of Amyotrophic lateral sclerosis,
