hereas Founded in 1945, the United Nations’ central role is to promote peace and security, development and human rights around the world, and is vital now more than ever; and

hereas In September 2000, 189 nations, including the United States, agreed upon eight Millennium Development Goals to meet the needs of the world’s poorest. The sixth Millennium Development Goal seeks to halt and begin to reverse the spread of HIV/AIDS, the incidence of malaria and other major disease by 2015; and

hereas Together HIV/AIDS, malaria, tuberculosis and other major diseases kill nearly 25 million people a year and disable millions more, to the detriment of social, economic and political structures; and

hereas The United States has been a leader in the global fight to prevent and treat these afflictions, and has demonstrated its commitment to global health by being the largest contributor to the Global Fund to fight AIDS, tuberculosis and malaria; and

hereas The United States must continue to work with the United Nations and other UN agencies in order to provide a coordinated, multilateral effort in both assessing the current problems of the spread of HIV/AIDS, and the high incidence of malaria, tuberculosis and other major diseases, and determining the strategies and mechanisms best suited to reduce the number of people living with HIV and who contract malaria and tuberculosis each year,
