Remaining focused allows motorists to react quickly and correctly in any situation; and

hereas Massachusetts drivers of all ages are restricted from using portable electric devices to send or receive messages while driving. These drivers could face a $500 fine, as well as a one-year license suspension for drivers younger than 18, if caught violating this rule three time; and

hereas The Sunday after the Thanksgiving holiday is traditionally the busiest highway travel day of the year,

And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
