Whereas the city of Pittsfield enacted a bylaw on the fifth day of September in the year seventeen hundred and ninety one which prohibited anyone from playing the game of baseball within eighty yards of their new meeting house; and

Whereas the age of the document on which the bylaw was written was authenticated by the Williamstown art conservation center and where the date of the document proves it to be the earliest written reference to the game of baseball; and

Whereas the city of Pittsfield already has a storied history with the game of Baseball, being thus the home of historic Wahconah park and the hometown of several Major league players, namely Mark Belanger and Tom Grieve; and 

Whereas Fenway Park, the home of the Boston Red Sox is the oldest major league ballpark still in operation, being opened on the day of April 20th 1912; and

Whereas the Red Sox have not only won the first World Series ever played as the Boston Americans in the year 1903 and have recently won it again in 2004 after a drought of 86 years as world champions; and

Whereas the game of baseball is America’s pastime and is a central integral part of sports culture in the state of Massachusetts and the greater new England region because of the enormitude of the aptly named Red Sox Nation;
