hereas According to the Brain Injury Association of Massachusetts, more than 37,000 people were treated in Massachusetts emergency rooms for traumatic brain injuries and more than 6,000 people were discharged from Massachusetts hospitals with traumatic brain injuries in 2005; and

hereas Traumatic brain injury often results in significant impairment of an individual’s physical, cognitive, and psychosocial functioning impacting an individual’s ability to return to school, work and home; and

hereas Through public awareness, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts seeks to minimize the devastating effects of this injury among all Massachusetts citizens,
