hereas From 1932 to 1933 the people of the Ukraine suffered through what has come to be known as Holodomor, which translates to “death by hunger”; and

hereas In order to quell what he believed to be a rebellious sentiment in the region, Joseph Stalin’s regime imposed quotas of grain be supplied to other regions of the Soviet Union by the Ukraine. These quotas resulted in widespread starvation in the Ukraine; and

hereas During this period 7 to 10 million Ukrainians were killed or starved to death; and

hereas The Ukrainian citizens of the Commonwealth are dedicated to honoring the memory of the men, women and children who died during this period; and

hereas On this day we recognize and that genocide, torture, and killing must cease forever,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim November ???, 2013, to be, 
Holodomor Remembrance Day  
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.

Given at the Executive Chamber in Boston, this fifth day of March, in the year two thousand and thirteen, and of the Independence of the United States of America, the two hundred and thirty-seventh.
