hereas Created by the Franklin Delano Roosevelt Administration during its first hundred days, the Civilian Conservation Corps was part of the Emergency Relief Act of 1933; and

hereas  The Civilian Conservation Corps provided work for more than three million unemployed young men, including skilled laborers and World War I veterans, throughout our nation’s wilderness during the Great Depression; and

hereas From 1933 to 1942, the Civilian Conservation Corps worked to preserve our greatest national resources. Along with the construction of new roads and telephone lines, three billion trees were planted during this period and they made significant contributions to the national, state and metropolitan park system; and

hereas The Civilian Conservation Corps taught these young men special skills, and in some cases, taught them how to read and write, giving them the tools they needed for future careers; and

hereas As we mark its 76th anniversary, we honor the work of the Civilian Conservation Corps and treasure all of the outstanding work they did to preserve the natural resources we enjoy to this day,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim March 31st, 2009, to be
Civilian Conservation Corps Day    
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
