hereas In 1635 Reverend Hobart arrived to Hingham and established the First Parish of Hingham, whose structure was replaced in 1681 by “Old Ship”, now recognized as the oldest church of continuous worship in the United States; and

hereas Hingham established itself as home of  many vibrant industries, including coopering and cordage as well as shoemaking, cabinetmaking, leather working and blacksmithing; and

hereas Eleanor Roosevelt described Main Street in Hingham as “the most beautiful street in America” in her book entitled “This is America”; and

hereas During World War II the Federal Government established an important shipyard in Hingham and this shipyard turned out producing hundreds of vessels for the war effort; and

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of Hingham have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of Hingham and its citizens upon the 375th  anniversary of its incorporation and extend greetings as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,

Hingham Day
