hereas Bullying occurs in neighborhoods, playgrounds and schools throughout the Commonwealth and through technology such as the internet and cell phones; and

hereas Various researchers have concluded that bullying is the most common form of violence, affecting millions of the youth in the United States each year, either as a bully or as a victim; and

hereas Bullying can take many forms, including verbal, physical, and most recently in cyberspace, and can happen in many places on and off school grounds; and

hereas Targets of bullying are more likely to acquire physical, emotional, and learning problems and students who are repeatedly bullied often fear such activities as riding the bus, going to school, and attending community activities; and

hereas Lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender and queer youth face additional adversity in their community and often turn to friends, family members and service providers for help; and
W

hereas Bullying has plagued the global society leaving many scarred and others mortally wounded. It has marred social landscape, but there is hope for healing as people work together to ameliorate the abuse of their fellow human beings.

Bullying Prevention Month
