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Today, we mourn the loss of a favored son, in Massachusetts, in the town of Hudson, and around the country.  Paul Cellucci was a devoted public servant who cared deeply for his family, his friend, his constituents, and stood up for what he believed in.  

He understood people and embraced hard work.  For him, politics was about making lasting change that helped people help themselves.   We didn’t agree on everything, but we both agreed on leaving this Commonwealth a better place than we found it. 

I’ve said this over and over again.  On Election Day, voters pick the politics of conviction over the politics of convenience and cleverness.  That’s why Paul Cellucci never lost an election.   

He made decisions not because they were politically popular, but because they were the right thing to do. 

When he was diagnosed with a debilitating disease, he fought back and became a tireless advocate for ALS.  Today, because of his work, we are closer to finding a cure. 

Above all, in addition to his career as a lawyer, legislator, governor and diplomat, he was a kind man, caring husband and father, and a true friend. He will be truly missed in this building, in this state, and around the nation.  Today, I join with the countless others in sending my thoughts and prayers out to Jan, Kate and Anne, and the entire Cellucci family in this time of great loss.
