With Commonwealth Corps’ inaugural year over and its second year well under way, the core mission on which the initiative was founded -- to rebuild our communities and address unmet needs – is thriving in the Commonwealth. 

In its first year, 282 Corps members provided more than 147,244 hours of service at 36 partner organizations with such far-reaching impact that it was felt at 81 additional non-profits across Massachusetts. Member also engaged over 8,000 community volunteers who provided more than 180,507 hours of service. 



Behind every statistic, of computer/literacy tutoring, GED support, mentoring and medical benefits received, is a story. Every one of the some 500 students, who participated in member-led afterschool arts and college awareness programs, can tell one. As can every one of the 230 households that received foreclosure prevention, housing and fuel assistance as a direct result of Corps members and their ability to leverage volunteers and focus on capacity building efforts within their organizations.
