hereas Theodore Ryland Sizer a resident of Harvard, Massachusetts, was an exceptional and inspirational leader of education reform in the United States; and

hereas In 1964 at the age of 31, he was appointed Dean of the Harvard Graduate School of Education; and

hereas Beginning in the late 1970s, Sizer worked with hundreds of high schools studying the development and design of the American education system, the research from which culminated in his widely known texts, Horace’s Compromise: The Dilemma of the American High School, Horace’s School: Redesigning the American High School, and Horace’s Hope: What Works for the American High School; and

hereas Ted was the founder of the Essential School Movement for whole-school reform through the organization of The Coalition of Essential Schools in 1984, originally envisioned in his book, Horace’s Compromise; and
W

hereas Through his scholarly works and The Coalition of Essential Schools, Ted established nine common principles for school reform, many of which are still used today by the Coalition’s 600 schools; and

hereas By the 1990s, Ted became known as “America’s most famous educational reformer” by Teacher Magazine; and

hereas Sizer mentored hundreds of individuals in pursuit of a career in education and, specifically, education reform, leaving a legacy of change and influence on American education; and
