hereas During the Industrial Revolution, Princeton was home to a variety of industries, such as hat-making, lumbering and chair making; and

hereas During the turn of the century, Princeton was a popular vacation spot, especially with Mount Wachusett. Louisa May Alcott, Sarah Bernhardt, the Harpers of Harpers Magazine and Thomas Edison all visited the town; and

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of Princeton have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of Princeton and its citizens upon the 250th anniversary of its incorporation and extend greetings as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,
