hereas Residents who have planned and practiced a home fire escape plan are more prepared and will therefore be more likely to survive a fire; and

hereas This year’s theme, “Prevent Home Fires”, effectively serves to remind us all of the simple actions we can take to stay safe from fire all year round,

Fire Prevention Week 
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
