hereas On February 23rd, 1774, the communities of West Springfield, Agawam, and Holyoke were incorporated into the single town of West Springfield; and

hereas The Town of West Springfield played an essential role in Shays’ Rebellion with West Springfield native and Revolutionary War hero, Captain Luke Day serving as one of the leaders of The Regulators; and

hereas West Springfield is also home to The Big E, one of the largest agricultural fairs in the United States with almost 1.5 million attendees in 2013 as well as the Josiah Day House: the Oldest brick saltbox house in 
the United States ; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of West Springfield and its citizens upon the 240th anniversary of its first town meeting and incorporation as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim March 23rd, 2014, to be, 
West Springfield Day
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
