hereas It is estimated that more than 200,000 new cases of breast cancer will be diagnosed in women and more than 2,000 cases will be diagnosed in men in the United States during 2014; and

hereas In 2014, 5,560 women in Massachusetts are expected to be diagnosed with breast cancer; and

hereas Every 2 minutes, one case of breast cancer is diagnosed in a woman in the United States; and

hereas Every 13 minutes, one woman in the United States will lose her life to breast cancer; and

hereas If detected early, breast cancer patients can have a high rate of recovery, the five year survival rate for early stage breast cancer is over 99%; and

W

hereas Nearly 30 percent of women with early breast cancer will develop a recurrence of the disease known as metastatic breast cancer; and
W

hereas The median survival after diagnosis of metastatic breast cancer is three years; and

W

hereas The citizens of the Commonwealth are united in their support of women who live with  metastatic breast cancer and join them in their call for more and better treatments to prolong their lives,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim October 23rd, 2014, to be, 
 Metastatic Breast Cancer Awareness Day
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
