hereas Multiple sclerosis can cause blurred vision, loss of balance, poor coordination, slurred speech, tremors, numbness, extreme fatigue, and memory problems; and

hereas Through public awareness, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts seeks to inform citizens of the devastating effects of multiple sclerosis,
