hereas The National Alliance for Thrombosis and Thrombophilia report that more than 900,000 people in the United States will develop thromboembolism or clots of the veins every year. Of these, 380,000 people develop deep vein thrombosis which occurs in the inner vein of the leg; and 

hereas Pulmonary embolism, a serious and often fatal complication of deep vein thrombosis, affects 530,000 people in the United States each year; and  

hereas Almost 300,000 people die each year in the United States due to blood clots in the veins, and positive life style choices and/or treatment during high risk situations could prevent blood clots in many of these individuals; and
hereas  Hereditary thrombophilia, an inherited predisposition to blood clots affects approximately 1 in 20 people in the United States; and
