hereas While researching the succession of forests, Henry David Thoreau visited the Inches Woods of Boxborough in November 1860.  He observed, “The handsomest thing I saw in Boxboro was this noble strand of oak wood. I doubt there is a finer one in Massachusetts. Let her keep it a century longer, and men will make pilgrimages to it from all parts of the country;” and

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of Boxborough have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of Boxborough and its citizens upon the 225th  anniversary of its incorporation and extend greetings as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,
