hereas Screening for colorectal cancer is underutilized, and less than fifty percent of individuals above the age of 50 receive annual screenings for colorectal cancer. Regular screenings can detect polyps that lead to this type of cancer; and

hereas Adopting a healthy diet at a young age can significantly reduce the risk of developing colorectal cancer; and

hereas Through public awareness, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts seeks to minimize the devastating effects of colorectal cancer among all Massachusetts citizens,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim March 2007, to be
Colorectal Cancer Awareness  Month
