Said company is also hereby granted a location for two tracks beginning at 

that part of the division line between said Salem Street on the South and a 

Taking by said Board for said Middlesex Fells Parkway dated April 18, 1895, 

and recorded with Middlesex South District Deeds, Book 2375, Page 539, com¬ 

monly known as Fellsway Rest, on the North, lying between the points marked 

"E” and "F” on said plan of location; thence running in a general North¬ 

westerly direction through said Fellsway West and an extension thereof by a 

Taking of said Board dated March 1st, 1906 and recorded with Middlesex 

South District Deeds, Book 3212, Page 270, to and through land of said Com¬ 

monwealth known as Middlesex Fells Reservation and thence to the Medfordr 

Stoneham town line.

Bridge said feed wires may, subject to the approval of the Governor and 

Council as provided by law, be carried overhead. From and after the in¬ 

stallation of said feed wires, said company shall furnish this Commission 

free of charge, an electrical current sufficient to enable said Commission 

to opera.te at all times the draw of Wellington Bridge. Said company shall 

lay and maintain in the loamed spaces upon the location herein granted not 

less than seven (7) inch girder rails weighing not less than Seventy (70) 

lbs. to the yard. The top of said rails shall be as nearly level with the 

surface of the loamed space as is consistent with the proper and safe opera¬ 

tion of the road.

FOURTH: Specifications for all work to be done by said company under this 

grant, and detailed plans of rails, poles, conduits and all other appliances, 

and for paving between tracks and rails and outside outer rails at intersec¬ 

ting streets, roads and driveways, and for constructing and locating the 

tracks and appurtenances thereto on Wellington Bridge, shall be prepared by 

the company and approved by the Engineer of this Commission before any work 

upon this location shall be begun by said company. 

FIFTH: All work of construction under this grant, the kind and quality of 

material used, the style, character and location of poles, and the location 
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of the tracks and of the feed wire conduit shall at all times be satisfac¬ 
tory to, and approved by, the Engineer of this Board. 

SIXTH: The work of construction on the location herein granted shall not be 

begun without an additional permit required of all who carry on work within 

the Parkway and when begun, shall proceed according to the terms of the per¬ 

mit -and the written orders from time to time given by the Board or its offi¬ 

cers and agents, and shall be prosecuted diligently to completion with 

all safeguards for the protection of the public as are usually required in 

cases where work of construction or repair is being carried on upon highways 

or as may be reasonably required by the Commission from time to time. The 

work of construction through the entire location shall be completed and 

operation of the cars upon the same begun within one year from the time the 

roadbed has been constructed and the bridge built by the Commission and the 

company notified of the same, or within such further reasonable time as saic 

Commission may determine upon request of the company for an extension of 

time. No work of repair, relocation or reconstruction shall be carried on 

without a permit similar to the one hereinabove specified, except in the 

case of ordinary repairs of wires, poles, or joints, or except in cases of 

emergency, when written notice of any such emergency work shall be given the 

Commission as soon as practical after said work is begun. 

SEVENTH: Upon completion of the construction of this location upon Welling¬ 

ton Bridge, the surface of said bridge shall be restored to the satisfaction 

of the Engineer of the Board, and the remainder of the location and all 

spaces made use of in connection therewith shall be restored to its original 

condition. Upon and after the construction of said location and during the 

occupation of this location by said company, the space between the wood pav¬ 

ing on said Wellington Bridge shall be kept planked and in good repair to 

the satisfaction of the Board, by said company, and the remainder of the lo¬ 

cation and all spaces made use of in connection therewith shall be kept in 

as good a condition and appearance as the rest of the Parkway and Reserva¬ 

tion and to the approval of this Commission so far as reasonably can be 

done, and whenever dug up or made use of by said company in such a way as tc 

affect or injure their normal appearance, that part of the Parkway and Re¬ 

servation so affected or injured shall be restored promptly to its normal 

condition and in the case of any failure so to do, the Commission itself 

shall care for or restore the same as and when it may deem necessary, keep¬ 

ing account of the expenses occasioned thereby and shall charge the same to 

said company and said company shall pay all expenses occasioned by such 

work as the same may be certified to it by said Commission. The company 

further agrees to remove promptly from the limits of said parkway and reser¬ 

vation all debris or surplus material from work of construction upon said 

location and all snow from its location where said location crosses high¬ 

ways, driveways or bridges; the time and manner of doing the work and re¬ 

moving snow, to be to the satisfaction of the Commission. Said company 

shall cut the grass growing between the tracks and to a distance of eight 

feet six inches outside the outer rail or rails of tracks where the location 

lies within reserved or seeded spaces from the beginning of the location in 

Somerville to the line “Y.-N” on said plan.

rails where the location is upon a bridge or roadway, and the whole of any

NINTH: Said company shall whenever requested so to do by said Board make

Sompany in the City of Boston and return; any such traffic agreements shall, 

in addition to any other matters which may be agreed upon by the parties, 

provide in substance as follows, (the company being hereinafter referred to 

in this section as the "Grantee”): That the cars of such other company while 

on the locations of the Grantee shall be operated by the latter, and all 

:cars of such other company shall be in all respects, subject to the approv¬ 

al of the Grantee and of such design, construction and equipment as shall 

suitable for operation over the tracks of the Grantee in connection with 

its other cars and without damage to such tracks, to such other cars or to 

persons or property; that all cars of such other company shall be received 

land operated upon regular time tables to be agreed to by the respective 

companies. That the Grantee shall be entitled to collect and retain for 

its own use additional fares from all passengers upon cars when received 

from any such other company and from all passengers riding upon such cars 

while on its locations and all such passengers having paid fare while on the 

locations of the Grantee shall be entitled to the same transfer privileges 
as those to which passengers on its own cars operated over the same route 

are entitled. Said traffic agreement, unless otherwise agreed to by the 

Grantee, shall contain a provision that such other company shall make no 

charge for the use of its cars while on the locations of the Grantee and 

shall hold the Grantee harmless from any damage caused to persons or pro¬ 

perty by reason of defects in such cars and the Grantee shall hold such 

other company harmless from all damage to persons or property due to negli¬ 

gence in the operation of such cars while on the locations of the Grantee. 

If this Sommission at any time acquires the right to operate electric rail¬ 

ways the Grantee shall receive and operate the cars of this Commission on 

the same terms as hereinbefore provided as to other companies. 

TENTH: The Commission also reserves the right to make such further reason¬ 

able orders from time to time as may be necessary in regard to operating up* 

on the location herein granted, or as to the location, alteration or sus¬ 

pension of the use of the location, which are not inconsistent with the 

terms of this grant, nor with the general provisions of law governing the 

same nor with any general or special orders or requirements of the Eoard of 

Railroad Commissioners, and also such further orders, subject to the same 

limitations, as it may deem necessary for the public safety and convenience, 

or to provide for the alteration, repair or rebuilding of the parkway, in¬ 

cluding the space of this location, or its use for any other purpose for 

which this gommission may lawfully permit or use said perkway. 

ELEVENTH: In operating over this location the Company shall provide such 

appliances and safeguards, and make such other provision for safety of 

those using the cars, tracks, equipment and location, and the parkway in 

general outside of said location, not inconsistent with the general provi¬ 

sions of law and with such orders and requirements of the Board of Railroad 
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Commissioners as are legally operative and binding in and upon this loca¬ 

tion, and which do not unreasonably impair theservice of the Company, as 

the Commission may from time to time require, either specifically or by 

general rules and regulations, providing, however, that if the Company 

shall deem any requirement of said Commission under this eleventh paragraph 

of the terms, conditions, etc. of the location unreasonable, it may appeal 

therefrom to the Governor and Council whose decision thereon shall be final.

THIRTEENTH: Said Company agrees to hold the Commonwealth and its agents 

harmless and indemnified against all claims for loss or damage to persons 

or property arising out of the exercise by said company of the rights and 

privileges herein granted. 

FOURTEENTH: The failure of said Company, after reasonable notice, to comply 

with any of the terms, conditions and obligations of this grant or with any 

provision of law applicable thereto shall constitute sufficient grounds for 

revoking the location granted hereunder, subject to an appeal to the Govern¬ 

or and Council as provided by law. 

FIFTEENTH: The company shall apply within three months for all locations 

which may be required in order to give it a continuous location between the 

boundary line between said Medford and the town of Stoneham and Sullivan 

Square, Charlestown, but until all such locations have been obtained and 

accepted by the company no expense shall be incurred by the Commission for 

the construction of said roadbed or bridge, without the consent of the com¬ 

pany. If all such locations are not obtained and accepted within one (l) 

year from the acceptance of this location, this location may in the discre¬ 

tion of the Commission be revoked. 

VOTED that the Governor and Council be requested to approve the vote of 

the Metropolitan Park Commission of March 6, 1907, granting a location to

The purpose of the 

rule and of this letter is to make it clear to all the members of the police 

force in the employ of this Board that the Board wishes to do all that lies 

within its power to make the police force efficient, self-respecting, fairly 

paid, and cared for, and that in turn it must require honest and efficient 

service and the confidence, truthfulness and fair play which the confiden¬ 

tial nature of the service as well as fair treatment make right and proper. 

Some time since the members of the police force 8sked that they be al¬ 

lowed to join the Massachusetts Police Association. This was cheerfully 

permitted in the expectation that the result would be the formation of a I mutual benefit association and fair-minded consideration of ways of improv¬ 

ing the service and of presenting to the Board charged with their supervi¬ 

sion whenever it seemed necessary any grievances or plans for improvement 

or variation of service or for increase in pay or better return in any way 

for service rendered. It- has become apparent, however, that a disposition 

on the part of some members of the force at least to use the association as 

a means of forcing changes in service and increase in pay and the employ¬ 

ment of more men, without consultation with the Board itself, is manifesting 

itself even to the extent of coercion of other members of the force and at¬ 

tempts at pledging members elected to the legislature. Whatever merit 

there may be in the objects aimed at, and without discussing them or expres¬ 

sing any opinion as to these objects, the Board feels that it must express 

disapproval of the methods being employed and must point out plainly the 

reasons for its disapproval, and must ask Superintendents and members of the 

police force to use their efforts to make the reasonableness of this disapr 

proval well understood. 

Disapproval of the method being employed is based upon the following 

grounds: 

1. It is an abuse of office and in effect a defiance for the police 

force to seek legislation for their personal gain or for changes in the ser-

ployed and in whose hands the welfare of the service has been placed. 

2. It is in effect a rebellion or mutiny which is bound to break up 

the police force into factions and arouse antagonisms which would weaken the 

integrity and efficiency of the force. 

3. It is bound to lead to abuse of office and the misuse in some 

cases of information secured under the privilege or opportunity of the po¬ 

liceman’s office to influence or even intimidate fellow members of the force 

or, where legislation is sought, members of the legislature. 

4. It is a method which will lead to trades and promises to lend 

aid or influence to other associations which in turn will exact influence anc 

assistance without regard to its effect upon our service. 

5. It tends to diminish public respect for the officers and the 

uniform of the Commonwealth which they wear. 

6. It is a very poor return for the sincere effort which the Eoard 

always makes to secure the efficiency and welfare of all members of the po¬ 

lice force.

WHEREAS the undersigned duly appointed 3nd qualified as the Board known as 

the Metropolitan Park Commission under and by virtue of the provisions of 

an Act of the Legislature of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts entitled "An 

Act to authorize construction of roadways and boulevards, "being Chapter 288 

of the Acts of the year 1894, deem it desirable and expedient to take the 

rights in l3nd hereinafter described for the purposes and under the powers 

and limitations set forth in said Act and in Chapter 450 of the Acts of the 

year 1895, and 

WHEREAS said Commission has heretofore, to-wit, by an instrument of Taking 

dated March 1, 1906, and recorded with Middlesex South District Deeds, Eook 

3212, page 270, accompanied by Metropolitan Park Commissioners * plan No. 

5l6 entitled "Commonwealth of Massachusetts, Metropolitan Park Commission,

ings, shall be erected, placed or maintained upon or over a certain parcel 

of land in said Medford in the County of Middlesex and Commonwealth afore¬ 

said shown upon a plan entitled "Commonwealth of Massachusetts, Metropoli¬ 

tan Park Commission, Middlesex Fells Parkway, Plan of Taking of restric¬ 

tions in Medford on land of Km.
