hereas Five sites in Springfield, Worcester, Grafton, Fall River and Haverhill have been selected for the Brownfields Support Team’s Pilot Program; and

hereas The Commonwealth of Massachusetts is committed to the cleanup and development of brownfield properties as a way to stimulate the economy and promote environmental protection goals,
