hereas The Massachusetts Emergency Management Agency, the Department of Public Health, other state agencies, and public safety partners are promoting preparedness in September to highlight the importance of personal, family and community preparedness to help reduce causalities and economic impact in our communities and in our state; and

hereas Emergency preparedness is the responsibility of every citizen of the Commonwealth and all citizens are urged to make preparedness a priority and work together, as a team, to ensure that individuals, families, and communities are prepared for disasters and emergencies of any type; and

hereas All citizens of the Commonwealth are encouraged to participate in citizen preparedness activities and asked to use the preparedness resources at www.mass.gov/ready to become more prepared,
