hereas Cervical cancer is the second most common cancer in women worldwide; and

hereas 500,000 plus new cases and 275,000 attributable deaths world-wide in 2008 and 12,000 plus new cases and 4,000 attributable deaths in 2011 in the U.S.; and

hereas Cervical cancer affects women of color and their communities more than their white counterparts. Women of color are often diagnosed with cervical cancer at a later stage than white women.  Black women are more likely to die from cervical cancer 
than women of other races or ethnicities, possibly because of decreased access to Pap testing or follow-up treatment; and
W

hereas Hispanic women have the highest rates of cervical cancer in the United States, Latinas have a 80% higher rate of cervical cancer and 40% greater risk of death from disease than non-women of color; and
W

hereas Team Maureen & The Yellow Umbrella Organization will be increasing awareness of HPV/ cervical cancer among women in January and throughout the year, especially in the underserved communities, which can lead to reduced cervical cancer 
incidences and deaths; and
