hereas Although there are ways to lower one’s risk, such as maintaining an ideal body weight and restricting alcohol consumption, the cause of most breast cancers is unknown, making early detection and prompt treatment the best strategies for reducing the number of deaths caused by this malady; and

hereas It behooves each of us, men, women, parents, siblings, educators, physicians and citizens to promote awareness of the disease and to help save lives; and

hereas Through informing the public, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts seeks to minimize the devastating effects of Breast Cancer among all Massachusetts residents and draw attention to the incidence of the disease amongst men,
