hereas There were 28,595 fires reported in Massachusetts during 2009 causing 36 civilian deaths, 332 civilian injuries, 460 firefighter injuries and an estimated $183 million in property damage; and

hereas Cooking is the leading cause of home fires and home fire injuries, while smoking and electrical problems are the leading causes of home fire deaths; and

hereas Massachusetts’ first responders are dedicated to reducing the occurrence of home fires and fire injuries through prevention and education; and

hereas Residents who have planned and practiced a home fire escape plan are more prepared and will therefore be more likely to survive a fire; and

hereas This year’s theme, “Smoke Alarms: A Sound You Can Live With”, serves to remind us all of the simple actions we can take to stay safe from fire all year round,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim October 4th – 10th, 2009, to be,
Fire Prevention Week 
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
