hereas The Sunday after Thanksgiving is the busiest highway travel day of the year and motor vehicle travel is the primary means of transportation in the United States; and

hereas The Commonwealth of Massachusetts recognizes that attentive drivers and careful driving are paramount to the safety of our roads and highways,
