hereas Littleton was also the location of the sixth Praying Indian village, called Nashoba Plantation, established by John Eliot on the land between Lake Nagog and Fort Pond; and

hereas The Town of Littleton was named after Lord George Lyttelton, Member of Parliament and the Chancellor of the Exchequer, and a church bell was commissioned in acknowledgement. However, upon the completion of the bell, no town named Lyttelton could be found and the bell was never delivered; and

hereas Throughout our history, the men and women of Littleton have answered the call of duty and served in our armed forces; and

hereas We congratulate the Town of Littleton and its citizens upon the 300th anniversary of its incorporation as they gather to celebrate this important milestone in their history,
