hereas In recent years, the nation has experienced a number of the most catastrophic hurricanes in our history; and

hereas High winds, torrential rains, storm surge and flooding caused by hurricanes can devastate coastal and inland areas of Massachusetts; and

hereas Hurricanes can cause significant damage and threaten the lives and property of all of the citizens of the Commonwealth; and

hereas Flash floods, coastal erosion, and power outages during and after hurricanes can lead to a further burden on residents of Massachusetts’ cities and towns; and

hereas Hurricanes usually occur annually in Massachusetts between the dates of June 1st and November 30th; and

hereas By learning developing plans, emergency procedures and stocking necessary supplies useful in the event of a hurricane, Massachusetts citizens and public officials help to save lives, alleviate suffering and mitigate damages caused by these forceful, often devastating, storms,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim July 2007, to be
Hurricane Preparedness Month 
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
