hereas Weston prosepered along the lucrative Boston Post Road as more doctors resided in town, a sawmill was established, and several bustling taverns were built among the town’s scattered farms; and

hereas Weston was formally incorporated as a town in 1713; and

hereas By the late 19th century, the local economy began to shift towards industrial endeavors as townspeople pursued the manufacturing of shoes and boots and opened an organ factory while continuing agricultural production; and

hereas Weston’s population continued to grow, especially after both World Wars, and the town developed into a model suburban community; and

hereas Today Weston proudly displays excellence in public schooling as well as care and attention to over 60 miles of open space for recreation and conservation; and
