hereas Hereditary angioedema is a rare and potentially life-threatening genetic disease that effects a person’s immune system; and

hereas The symptoms of hereditary angioedema are recurrent episodes of severe swelling. The most commonly affected areas of the body are the limbs, face, intestinal tract and airway; and

hereas If hereditary angioedema is not treated properly the mortality rate can be as high as 40% according to the National Organization for Rare Disorders; and
W

hereas The United States National Library of Medicine estimates 1 in 50,000 people have hereditary angioedema; and

hereas The child of an affected parent has a 50% chance of inheriting the abnormal gene which causes the disease. However, 20% to 25% of all cases occur in patients with no family history of the disease; and
W

hereas There are several new treatments for hereditary angioedema including several c-1 inhibitors which help manage the condition; and
W

hereas The Commonwealth of Massachusetts seeks to raise the awareness about hereditary angioedema, in order to educate the general public as well as decrease the diagnosis time for this disease,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim May 16th, 2014, to be, 
Hereditary Angioedema Day 
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
