Whereas Brownfields are underutilized properties with real or perceived contamination that provide a unique opportunity to combine environmental cleanup and economic development efforts; and 
Whereas hundreds of Brownfields exist across every region of the Commonwealth; and 
Whereas the assessment, cleanup, and redevelopment of these properties removes blight, creates jobs, and increases tax revenues; and 
Whereas Brownfields redevelopment brings together state agencies in a collaborative effort working with state, local, and federal agencies, and other private sector and non-profit partners; and 
Whereas The Lieutenant Governor's Brownfields Support Team Initiative, established in 2008 to mark the 10th Anniversary of the Brownfields Act, has led collaborations to identify and leverage resources, track goals, and address obstacles in the following 11 communities – Fall River, Grafton, Haverhill, Springfield, Worcester, Attleboro, Brockton, Chelmsford, Chicopee, Gardner, and Somerville; 
Now, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim November 2012 to be,
BROWNFIELDS MONTH
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
