hereas Toxics Use Reduction Planners offer critical guidance and expertise to Massachusetts companies on input substitutions, process improvements and production reformulations, among other techniques; and

hereas Toxics Use Reduction Planners have facilitated Massachusetts businesses to attain substantial reductions in toxic chemical use and emissions, while helping to boost their competitiveness; and

hereas Over the period 2000 to 2012, Toxics Use Reduction Planners have assisted Massachusetts businesses to reduce their total use of toxic chemicals by 23% and their releases to the environment by 73%. From 1990 to 2000, firms subject to TURA requirements reduced their toxic chemical use by 40% and their releases to the environment by 90%,
