hereas Although controllable by medication and other treatments, it can be fatal if untreated; and

hereas Approximately 70,000 people are living with Myasthenia Gravis in the United States, and because of its rarity, many Americans are often undiagnosed; and

hereas Through public awareness, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts seeks to inform citizens of the devastating effects of Myasthenia Gravis,

ow, Therefore, I, Deval L. Patrick, Governor of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, do hereby proclaim June 2010 to be,
Myasthenia Gravis Month 
And urge all the citizens of the Commonwealth to take cognizance of this event and participate fittingly in its observance.
