hereas Concord is the home of eight of Massachusetts’ 2010 1,000 Great Places, namely Concord Museum, Louisa May Alcott’s Orchard House, Minuteman National Historical Park, North Bridge,  Battle Road, The Old Manse, Village Forge Tavern at Concord’s Colonial Inn and Walden Pond State Reservation; and
