hereas Citizens should use caution with flammable materials, such as ashes and matches, when visiting state forests and parks and to be conscious of wind and drought conditions when burning forestry debris; and

hereas It is also recommended that owners should check the spark arresters on combustible engines such as lawn mowers, all-terrain vehicles, dirt bikes, and chain saw as a fire-prevention measure; and

hereas Through public awareness, the Commonwealth of Massachusetts seeks to minimize the devastating effects of forest fires, encouraging citizens to protect our state forests and parks, their homes, personal property and way of life,

Forest Fire Awareness Week
