[bookmark: _GoBack]To better understand youth violence reduction and positive youth development program resources that serve proven-risk to low-risk youth, each recipient of grant funds under line items 4000-0005, 4590-1506, 4590-1507, 7002-0012, 7027-0019, and 8100-0111 shall, as a condition of funding, establish a reporting system, in a form and manner that the granting agency shall determine after consultation with the assistant secretary of children, youth, and families at the executive office of health and human services.  Such data may include, but is not limited to measures of activities and outcomes supported by said funds on respective target populations.  The granting agency may, after consultation with the assistant secretary, elicit feedback from current and past program grantees when determining data to report.  Using said reporting systems, each agency shall file with the secretary of the executive office of health and human services and the secretary of the executive office of administration and finance a report detailing the impact of state funding on the respective target populations within 3 months of the close of the grant period.
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
